Traditional Transfer Student

A traditional transfer student is defined as a
degree-seeking student who has earned a
minimum of 12 semester (18 quarter)
hours of transferable credit at a regionally
accredited post-secondary institution.

To apply for admission you will need to
submit the following:

+ Undergraduate Application for
Admission (online applications
available at www.lewisu.edu)

+ $40 application fee

+ Official transcripts from all colleges
previously attended regardless of final
grades or number of credits earned. You
must be in good academic standing at the
most recent institution.

The Office of Admission will fully review
your application file to determine the
likelihood of success in your intended major.
When admitted, you will receive a copy of
the degree requirements with your
transferable credit.

Lewis will accept up to 72 transferable hours
from a community college and an unlimited
number of hours from another four-year
university. However, you must complete your
final 32 semester hours, including four
upper-division courses in the major and two
university mission courses, in residency at
Lewis University.

Lewis University is a member of the Illinois
Articulation Initiative (IAI) and complies
with the General Education requirements. To
assist you in choosing transferable general
education core courses, visit
www.itransfer.org for more information.

Recommended Application Deadlines

Transfer Student
Fall Term (August) .......... June 1
Spring Term (January) ....... November 1

Nursing Majors
Fall Term (August) .......... April 1
Spring Term (January) ....... October 15

Note: Lewis University accepts students on a
rolling admission basis, but applications
received after the recommended deadline will
be reviewed on space available basis.

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Transfer Student Scholarships

Academic Awards

Transfer scholarships are designed to
recognize academic achievement. Lewis
University offers $3,500-$5,500 per
academic year to qualified transfer
students. All academic scholarships are
based on cumulative GPA and are awarded
at the time of admission to the University.

Phi Theta Kappa

Members of Phi Theta Kappa are

eligible to receive an additional scholarship
of $1,000 per year. Students must submit
proof of membership to the Office of
Admission by the first day of enrollment
at Lewis University.

Alumni Awards

Alumni Scholarships of $1,000 per year
are awarded to full-time students who
are dependent children or spouses of
Lewis University alumni.

2007-2008 Undergraduate
Tuition and Fees

Full-time tuition: $20, 450 per year /
$10,225 per semester. This fee allows
students to enroll in 12-18 hours.

Part-time tuition: $660 per credit hour.
This fee is charged to any student enrolled
in 11 hours or less.

Note: All costs are subject to change from
year to year and may vary depending on the
academic major. Average room and board
fees are $7,800 per year.
