Additionally, if 

your team is eligible to stay, but you elect not to stay, 

please ensure your name is not included on this list. 

 Students required to attend a class on campus after 

6:00 pm October 5,6-9.  You must bring a copy of 

your class schedule.

What to do before you leave 

Room inspections will begin upon the departure of each student, 

starting no later than 6pm.  The hall staff will inspect the room to 

insure that each student has done the following: 

√ unplugged all electrical appliances - including power strips, 

computers, telephones and answering machines.
